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After Iraq—How

Will Europe Get Its
Act Together?

The latest Gulf War highlighted the divisions and limitations of
Europe. Many Europeans want a united continent rivaling
America as a superpower. Is this ever likely to happen? Bible
prophecy contains some surprising answers.

ne year from now, in May of
O 2004, the European Union isset

to expand from 15 member
states to 25. Overnight, this will make
Europe the world's biggest single mar-
ket. Itisaready theworld'sgreatest trad-
ing system, accounting for well over half
of al theworld'strade.

Yet in the latest Gulf War, Europe
remained on the sidelines, impotent in
the face of American power. A further
loss of face was seeing one of its most
significant members, the United
Kingdom, standing side by side with the
United States in a war many EU mem-
bers opposed.

Some were supportive, though none
except Britain was supportive enough to
send troops. Aspiring EU member
Poland sent atoken force. Spain’s prime
minister was verbally supportive of the
U.S/U.K. codlition, but the general pop-
ulation was so antiwar that he could not
commit any forces to help the allied
effort.

Certainly France was the most criti-
cal, leading an international chorus
against the United States, United
Kingdom and Australia, thethreeprinci-
pal combatantsinvading Irag. Almost all
of Africasupported the French stance, as
did most Third World nationsaround the
world.

Although Germany and others were
equally critical, France's role was high-

lighted as one of the five permanent
members of the UN Security Council,
with the right to veto any decision. Paris
made it clear that no military action by
theUnited Statesand Britain against Irag
would ever be supported by France.

European opposition to the Anglo-
American stance actually started in
Germany during the German election a
few months ago. German Chancellor
Gerhard Schroeder madeit clear that his
government would never support
American military action, nor would
Germany alow itself to get involved.
The then German justice minister even
went sofar asto compare President Bush
to Adolf Hitler, aridiculous comparison
that showed thetriumph of emotion over
historical knowledge and understanding.

Once Germany came out against
U.S. action, France followed. The EU
was back to Franco-German domination
of the club, as the two nations asserted
their common purpose once again.

Franco-German axis

This al goes back a long way. We
could trace the origins of this axis back
over 1,000 years to the time of
Charlemagne, crowned by the pope in
A.D. 800. Morerecently, thespecid rela
tionship between Berlin and Paris, which
both countries value more highly than
any relaionship which either has with

cametumbling down. The sceneof jubilant Iragis hanging anoose around the

neck of the statue was adramatic symbol of arepressive regime coming to an
end. Twicein recent years we have watched sceneslike this. More than a decade ago
the statues of Lenin in the former Soviet Union and other dictatorsin Eastern Europe
came down as forces of freedom rose against regimes of represson.

The lightning-quick advance of coalition troops through the heart of Irag during
the |ast few weeks has been atextbook case of military operations. It will be studied
asoneof themost successful advancesin history. Themissionwasto liberate the peo-
ple of Irag, who had been held in the desth grip of a brutal and ruthless dictator for
more than three decades. The job now appears to have been accomplished, and to put
itin perspective, thereisno better place to turn than to the pages of your Bible.

Daniel provides some lessonsto be learned from this scene. In chapter 5 we see
the demise of another power in the same land occupied by modern Irag. Babylon's
king, Belshazzar, partied in hispalacewhilethejudgment of God approached thegates
of the city. Suddenly ahand appeared and wrote on the wall. Panic gripped the crowd.
What did it mean? Only one person could give the answer. Danid, the aged and
respected servant, was hurried through the streets to appear and interpret the vision.

Daniel, God's embedded representative in Babylon, went straight to the heart of
the aura of denial pervading the room and the regime. He recounted the history of
Nebuchadnezzar, who failed to acknowledge and honor God and alowed “ hisheart [to
be] lifted up, and hisspirit . . . hardenedin pride” (Daniel 5:20). God removed himfrom
thethrone. Belshazzar, too, wasguilty of the samepride. “ But you hisson, Belshazzar,
have not humbled your heart, athough you knew al this. And you have lifted your-
sdf up againgt the Lord of heaven. . . The God who holds your breath in His hand
and ownsall your ways, you have not glorified” (Danidl 5:22-23).

Danid'’s interpretation speaks through the ages to any human government that
reigns over people with harshness and brutality: “This is the interpretation of each
word. Mene: God has numbered your kingdom, and finished it; TEKEL: You have been
weighed in the balances, and found wanting; PERES. Your kingdom has been divided,
and given to the Medes and Persans’ (verses 26-28).

History showsthat the Persansdid enter the city and effected aregime change that
night, according to the words of Scripture. “That very night Belshazzar, king of the
Chadeans, was dain. And Darius the Mede received the kingdom” (verses 30-31).

Ancient Babylon liesjust 30 miles south of Baghdad. American and British troops
raced past Babylon's ruins on their way to the capitd city. Now the heart of that city
has fallen. Jubilant citizens toppled the statue of Saddam Hussein and tore down and
burned his pictures, but there remainsthetask of rebuilding the country after years of
misrule. Kesgping the peace and building anew society will be amgjor chalenge for
anew government. May the new leaders heed the words of Danidl and govern as
humble servants, seeking only the best for the people of Irag.

The statue of an evil pathologica dictator has been toppled. Let it be asymbol of
the time in the future when another statue, a representation of humanity’s defiance
againgt God, will be destroyed and replaced by the coming of the Kingdom of God to
the earth (see Danidl 2:34-35). —DarrisMcNedy

London or Washington, owesitsorigin to
the tragic events of three major conflicts.

France and Germany fought each oth-
er threetimesin onelifetime: 1870, 1914-
18and 1939-45. In noneof theseconflicts
did the French do very well militarily. In
the last two they were saved from
Germany by the combined might of the
British Empire and the United States
(more the former in World Wer |, the lat-
ter in World Wear 11). Humiliating, to say
the least.

After World Wer 11, the French were
determined that this would never happen
again. Ditto the Germans, who had aso
seemingly had enough of wars and war-
like leaders. Out of this dedication to end
the endless conflicts of Europe arose the
European Union, founded by the Treaty
of Rome in 1957 (formerly called the
European Economic Community).

Theideahas spread, fromthesix orig-
ina membersin 1957 to the 25 who will
be members 12 months after thisis print-
ed. And there are still more applicants.

During the last decade, the focus in
Europe has changed from economic
union to the concept of afull union along
the lines of the United States. The desire
is to create a superpower to rival the
United States, thereby enabling Europeto
halt what isoften described as“American
unilateralism.”

But the redlity is that the war against
Baghdad only highlighted European
impotence.

Daniel Hannan of the British Conser-
vative newspaper Daily Telegraph head-
lined an articleonthisvery theme: “Don't
Laugh: The European Army Is on the
March” (April 13, 2003).

“A false and dangerousideaistaking
hold in Britain, especialy among Euro-
sceptics. It goes something like this. The
Irag war has wrecked plans for closer
European integration. It has set Old
Europeans against New ones, driven
Britain back on the Anglo-Saxon world,
reminded everyone of how much they
rely onthe Americans, and madetheidea
of a European Army seem laughable”

Most peoplewho think thisway were
anti-European in the first place, as
Hannan points out.

“Thetroubleisthat Euro-fanaticsare
proneto the same impulse. For them, the
war isthe strongest demonstration to date

of why Brussels[capital of the EU] needs
aunified foreign policy. Never again, they
say, should the EU be enfeebled by inter-
nal divisons. Never again should
Europeans be forced to watch in frustra-
tion as the Americans give some tinpot
dictator agood kicking . . . Almost every-
one | have spoken to in Brussals saysthe
same thing: we need majority voting in
foreign affairs, a unified diplomatic ser-
vice, aharmonized defense policy.”

Interestingly and ominoudly, Hannan
continues with the following observation:
“My point is not that either interpretetion
isright or wrong. Rather, it isthat the Euro-
zedots, unlike the sceptics, are in a posi-
tion to act on their concerns. A pall . . . of
the staff who work in European ingtitu-
tions showed that, by two to one, they
wanted the British and French places on
the United Nations Security Council to be
replaced by asingle EU seat”

This would only further isolate the
United States and Britain from the rest of
the world. Britain would have no inde-

pendent voice, while the United States
would losethe support of itsonly consis-
tent aly on the Security Council. Europe
would inevitably consistently vote
against the United States asintereststend
to diverge.

However, this point aside, note the
following words. “The Euro-zealots,
unlikethe sceptics, areinapositionto act
on their concerns’

Could this be true? If it is, the impli-
cations for the United States could be
serious.

Could America be #2?

Another article in the British
Financial Timesnewspaper, whichisalso
published in the United States, would
suggest that European attempts at further
integration won't succeed.

Michael Prowse wrote, “The
European Union lackstheinclination and
capacity to compete with the U.S. as a
military power. Rather than worrying
about this, it should bask inits own help-
lessness. It should enjoy its role as the
cowboy’s moody girlfriend. Like her, it
can offer advice and moral support. But
in the end it must bow to his judgment
because it needs the protection that only
his six-shooter can provide’ (Financial
Times, April 26, 2003).

Further in his article, Prowse adds,
“Before rushing to endorse these argu-
ments, consider how Americans would
fedl if the EU had opened up a big mili-
tary lead. Would the U.S. happily accept
the subordinate position of the* soft’ pow-
er? Would it be content to offer foreign
aid and leave a French gendarme to
police the world?’

Answering hisown questions, Prowse
continues, “I rather think not. Americans
arefully aware that, pending the creation
of agenuine world government, military
power isaprecondition for political sov-
ereignty.” Reminding readers that
Europeans had no choice but to come
under America's defense umbrella fol-
lowing the devastation of World War 11
and the Cold Wer threat from the Soviet
Union, Prowse accurately points out that
Russia is now Europe's friend and the
Europeans are no longer fragmented.
Additionaly, it can aso be said that
Europeansare wealthy enoughtofendfor
themselves.

Referring back to apreviousarticlein
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the same newspaper by Harvard political
scientist Andrew Moravesik, Prowse
guotes Moravcsik as claiming that
Europe could rival America's military
power by doubling its military spending,
increasing it from 2 percent of GNPto 4
percent. Moravcsik, however, fedls that
even this would not make Europe a
coherent united fighting force.
Answering this doubt, Prowse writes:
“The notion that the EU could not create
acredible military forceiswishful think-
ing on the part of Americans, asis the
curious idea that Europeans are uninter-
ested in power. Would France have both-

leaders] who have received no kingdom
as yet, but they receive authority for one
hour as kings with the beast.” The use of
the term “one hour” suggests this union
will not last long. It will, however, be
around at Christ’s return as verse 14
shows: “These will make war with the
Lamb.”

This new empire, described as a
“beast” in the Scriptures, is arevival of
the ancient “beast powers’ that Daniel
saw inhisvisionsin Daniel chapters2 and
7. In chapter 7 we read of four beasts,
symbolizing the Babylonian, Persian,
Greek and Roman Empires.

Back to Hannan in the Daily
Telegraph: “‘But it won't happen,” say
British commentators. Redly? Two
weeks ago, almost unreported, the EU
Army was deployed for the first timein
Macedonia. . . It may well be that the
European Army, like European taxation,
European criminal jurisdiction and
European monetary union, ‘can’'t work.
But that won't stop it happening. Just
watch.”

Prophesied European Union

Bible prophecy shows that some
European nations are going to come
together to formapolitico-military super-
power to riva the United States.
Revelation 17:12 talks of “ten kings [or

Daniel lived under thefirst twoand, in
revelation from God, understood the
coming of thelatter two. Thelast onewas
to continue to revive through the cen-
turies, right down to our present time,
when onemoreresurrectionisprophesied
to take place. Inverses 7 to 9 of Danid 7
we see that the resurrected Roman
Empire will exist at the time of Christ’s
return. Revelation 17 shows us that 10
political entities will come together to
form thisunion.

Just as the Roman Empire united
much of Europe, so the revived Roman
Empire will do the same. Although the
EU as presently constituted isunlikely to
form the new Roman Empire, no doubt
the Treaty of Rome that committed the
member states of the EU to build “ an ever
closer union” will directly or indirectly
give birth to the new European super-
power that the Bible predictswill soon be
upon us.

The union, however, is likely to be
short-lived. Danid 2 prophesiesthat “the
kingdom shall bedivided; yet the strength
of theiron shal beinit” (just as Rome,
its predecessor, was a great militaristic
empire). Continuing, the prophecy says
that “the kingdom shall be partly strong
and partly fragile. .. They [the leaders

and peoplesof thisunion] will not adhere
to one another, just as iron does not mix
with clay” (Danidl 2:42-43).

Note that this union, still to be
achieved, leadsdirectly into the Kingdom
of God (verse 44): “And in the days of
these [10] kings the God of heaven will
set up a kingdom which shall never be
destroyed.”

Horse of Pestilence

The world is gripped by headlines of a new and deadly virus coming out of Asia. SARS has killed
hundreds and threatens the economic stability of several Asian countries. Is this the leading edge of
future plagues mentioned in your Bible, or another warning of the fragility of our modern world?

isease travels in tandem with fear.
DWhiIe the first can lead to the death of

thousands, the second can unravel the
social fabric, disrupting the precarious balance
of relationships essential for stability of
nations.

Today it is SARS (Severe Acute Respir-
atory Syndrome) that is killing hundreds and
causing fear among thousands. Tomorrow it
will be another, even greater plague that will
sweep across the landscape, leaving death and
destruction in its wake.

In this series we have been examining each
of the first four seals of Revelation 6. These
seals, dramatically depicted by four horsemen,
show the effect of false religion, war, famine
and disease among the earth’ spopulationin the
days leading to the return of Jesus Christ.

Each of these seals unleashes powerful
forcesthat seek to destroy human life from the
earth. The cumulative effect will lead to such
conditions that if Christ did not intervene and
cut short the time of trial, “no flesh would be
saved” (Matthew 24:22). We come to the
fourth seal, the fourth horseman, and his ride
of death by disease. It isatimely subject, giv-
en the recent emergence of the deadly SARS
virus from China.

The fourth horseman

In Revelation 6:7-8 we read the following
description of the fourth seal’s contents.
“When He opened the fourth seal, | heard the
voice of the fourth living creature saying,
‘Comeand see’ So | looked, and behold, apale
horse. And the name of him who sat on it was
Death, and Hades followed with him. And
power was given to them over a fourth of the
earth to kill with sword, with hunger, with
death and by the beasts of the earth.”

The Expositor’s Bible Commentary says
this about the color of the horse: “‘Pale
(chloros) denotes a yellowish green, the light
green of aplant, or the paleness of asick per-

son in contrast to a healthy appearance.”

The seals have a cumulative effect. False
religion causes instability within relationships
leading to war. Famine follows war, and when
malnourishment occurs and social systems
break down, humans are susceptible to disease.
These seals depict the ferocity of problems
unleashed upon the world in the Day of the
Lord. By the time the fourth horseman rides,
the earthwill experience calamity over afourth
of itsinhabitants. The death toll will be unlike
any from plague and disease in human history.

To understand how bad it can be, let’s go
back and look at some of the great plagues of
history.

We come to the
fourth seal, the
fourth horse-
man, and his
ride of death by
disease.

Perhaps the most famous plague in
history isthe bubonic plague of the 14th
century. Estimates are that 20 million
people (one third to one half the popu-
lation of Europe) died in the outbreak.
In 1346 reports reached Europe of a
devastating disease from Chinathat was
affecting many parts of Asia. The next
year a mysterious disease appeared in
Italy. Ships from the Black Sea sailed
into Messina with sailors infected with
black boilsin their armpits and groins.
It was the bubonic plague.

The disease was so lethal that people
were known to go to bed well and die
before waking. There were two types of

The plague came to America from
Asiain 1899. Today there are still many
reported cases, and an average of 15
people die each year. The disease origi-
natesin rodents and is usually transmit-
ted to humans by fleas, although animal
bites can also be the means of transmis-
sion. Itisstill avirulent disease. Asfew
as 10 bubonic plague cells can cause
death in a human.

Human-engineered plague

Throughout its history, plague has
been used as an offensive weapon
against populations. The Mongols
would catapult plague-infested corpses

the plague. The first wasinternal, caus-
ing swelling and internal bleeding. This
was spread by contact. The second was
inthelungsand spread by coughing air-
borne germs. There was no known pre-
vention or remedy.

Wholetownswere depopul ated. The
socia structure completely broke down.
Parents abandoned children and hus-
bands and wives left each other to die.
In many cases no one was around to
bury the dead, both from fear of conta-
gion and lack of care. One report tells
of observing 5,000 bodieslying dead in
afield.

Inthat age, the Bible was the prima-
ry meansto measure any natural calami-
ty. The only way to understand what
was happening wasto believe the world
was coming to an end. There seemed no
hope for the future.

The bubonic plague has appeared in
modern times as well. The Great
Plague of London in 1664-65 resulted
in more than 70,000 deaths in a popu-
|ation estimated at 460,000. An out-
break in Canton and Hong Kong in
1894 left 80,000 to 100,000 dead, and
within 20 yearsthe disease spread from
the southern Chinese ports throughout
thewholeworld, resulting in more than
10,000,000 deaths (Encyclopedia
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over the walls of besieged cities.
Thousands would die as the disease
spread rampantly through the contained
population.

During World War 11 Japan dropped
plague-infested fleas on China
American research growing out of the
war experience led to a decades-long
research project at Fort Detrick,
Maryland, proving that biological war-
fare was a feasible method of waging
war.

In 1969 President Richard Nixon
ordered the research stopped, and in
1972 the United States signed a treaty
with 70 other nations outlawing the pro-
duction, stockpiling and use of biologi-
cal weapons as a means of war. Despite
thistreaty, it is known that many devel-
oping and major states have developed
biological weapons as a means of wag-
ing war.

It isknown that in the former Soviet
Union a sophisticated effort to manu-
facture biological weapons was con-
ducted during the Cold War years.
Specific research was done to geneti-
cally ater bubonic plague so asto make
it resistant to many forms of modern
treatment. Some of the best scientific
minds worked for years to produce
these strains.

Since the collapse of the Soviet
Union in 1992, the tracking and inven-
tory of all this work has been a great
concern. It is feared that some of it
could have fallen into the hands of ter-
rorist groups and could one day be used
against the United States or its allies.

After the first Gulf War in 1991,
weapons inspectors confirmed that Iraq
had developed biological weapons and
had even equipped some warheads with
the germs to use against the coalition’s
forces. The location of these weapons
since that time is part of the unsolved
mystery of that regime. Are they in the
hands of al Qaeda or some other radical
Islamist group, waiting to be used on the
West?

Are we prepared?

Today America and the West brace
themselves for further attacks from ter-
rorist groups. What is perhaps feared
most isabiological attack with anthrax,
smallpox or some other germ. Experts
know that the West is woefully under-
prepared for such an attack.

In June 2001, the Center for
Strategic and International Studieshost-
ed a senior-level war game examining
the national security challenges of abio-
logical attack on the American home-
land.

The premise was the appearance of
a case of smallpox in Oklahoma City,
rapidly spreading throughout the coun-
try. Among the lessons|earned from the
exercise: “An attack on the United
States with biological weapons could
threaten vital national security interests.
Massive civilian casualties, breakdown
in essential institutions, violation of
democratic processes, civil disorder,
loss of confidence in government and
reduced U.S. strategic flexibility abroad
are among the ways a biological attack
might compromise U.S. security.”

Other estimates say that within days
amillion people would be dead and two
to three times that many infected. No
one knowswhat lies out therewaiting to
be used by agroup who wishesAmerica
harm.

Lessons From the SARS Epidemic

For weeks scientists, researchers and hedlth officials have
found themselves in a desperate scramble to determine the
origin of the Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome (SARS)
epidemic that has now infected amost 5,000 people and killed
more than 300. They’ve been baffled by the sudden emergence
of the disease and panicked by its rapid spread to some 30
countries.

The latest theory about the origin of the epidemic should be
of great interest to those who take the Bible serioudly,
particularly itsinstructions regarding health and diet.

The combined worldwide desth toll of the last two great
influenza epidemics—the 1957 Asian flu and the 1968 Hong
Kong flu—together exceeded 1.5 million people. Both
epidemics have been traced to China's Guangdong province,
which includes Hong Kong. SARS may yet prove to be the
third devastating epidemic to arise from that region.

What is it about this area of South Chinathat gives birth to
such new and deadly vira strains?

An article on Time magazine' s Asian edition Web site
explains that “for centuries, Guangdong province has had the
world's largest concentration of humans, pigs and fowl living
in close proximity, explaining why many influenza outbreaks
can be traced back to that region”

This particular combination of people, pigs and poultry has
proven deadly. Fowl—particularly ducks, geese and
chickens—can become infected with varieties of avian (bird)
flu. Normally that isn’t a problem to human beings, because
the avian flu varieties can't infect people. However, when pigs
are added to the mix—and in the crowded farms of southern
Chinadl three species are practically living on top of each
other—the combination can become lethal.

In such conditions, avian flu viruses are passed from
poultry to pigs, and ultimately to people. The Time article
explains. “Pigs are particularly dangerous [for the creation of
new diseases that affect people], because they can be infected
by human viruses and those from animals such as rodents and
fowl, making them the most potent mixing vessdsin which
pathogens can mutate and jump from animal speciesto
humans”

Within pigs, viruses can mingle their genetic material and
form new strains that in turn are passed back to the farmers.
Having no immunity to such new vira gtrains, the farmers
immune systems cannot fight off the invader and a new
epidemic is off and running. And in a country of well over a

billion people, human-to-human spread of the diseaseissimple
and quick.

A variation of this theory gppeared on WorldNetDaily,
suggesting that the viral exchange may take place on a
somewhat different level. “In southern provinces of Ching,
farmersraise hens, ducks, pigs and fish in one integrated
system. They use the droppings and |eftover food from the pigs
to feed the fowl. The fowl droppings, in turn, help fertilize the
fish ponds. While it sounds like a perfect system, raising three
different species with no waste, the species may be exchanging
viruses among themselves through the feces’
(Www.worldnetdaily.com/newdaticleasp?ARTICLE 1D=32244).

If the whole idea sounds disgusting, it is. And God thought
s0 too. One of the crucia health principles He revealed to the
ancient |sraglites some 3,500 years ago was that bodily waste
should be buried in the ground, not recycled as food
(Deuteronomy 23:12-13). Bacteriain the soil would detoxify
the waste, transforming it into useful fertilizer asHe
intended—a process mankind wouldn't discover until many
centuries|ater.

But there’'s more to the story, too. God never intended for
human beings and pigs to live in close proximity—and He
certainly never intended for people to eat them. In Leviticus
11:7 and Deuteronomy 14:8 He declares swine (dlong with a
number of other creatures) as“unclean,” designating them as
unfit for human consumption. Included also are spiders, snakes,
snails, frogs, rats, mice and the like—things most of us would
never be tempted to put into our mouths.

God doesn't spdll out the reasons for not eating certain types
of animals. However, in recent years medical doctors and
nutritionists have discovered sound reasons for not ingesting the
flesh of these creatures. You can find some of this research
summarized in our free booklet What Does the Bible Teach
About Clean and Unclean Meats? (www.ucg.org/booklets/CU).

It appearsthat the SARS epidemic, if indeed it is proven to
have originated in this melting pot of people, pigs and poultry—
may well have been entirely preventable. The AIDS epidemic, as
we have discussed previoudly in issues of The Good News, was
likewise preventable and never would have arisen hed everyone
smply obeyed God's laws (www.ucg.org/gn/gnd3/editor.html,
www.ucg.org/gn/gn3l/aidshtml).

New diseases are appearing at the rate of more than one per
year. Who knows how many of them could be prevented if
only people would follow the ingtructions of our Creator?

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remote corner of theworld could start a
fire that scorches us all. Should a super
flu like that of 1918 make a comeback
now that the population has quadrupled
and more than a million people cross
international boundaries on jets each
day, experts say it could kill hundreds
of millions” (ibid.).

Influenzais one of the most under-
rated biomedical hazards in today’s
world. It is possible that new super
strains may already be evolving.
Medical science takes eight months or
more to create a vaccine once a new
strain appears. They know they cannot
stop a pandemic. By the time authori-
ties understand what is happening, it
would be too late to spare millions.

The recent outbreak of SARS in
China was rapidly identified and its
genetic makeup fully decoded in amat-
ter of weeks. Scientists from around
the world worked together using the
latest technology and communication
tools to make this breakthrough. By
contrast, it took several yearsto do the
same with the HIV virus when it first
surfaced more than 20 years ago.

However, it could take years to
develop a viable vaccine to combat
SARS. In the meantime other mutant
strains are waiting to jump the species
barrier from animals to humans. When
they do, the results could be catastroph-
ic. A breakdown caused by war in one
part of the world, coupled with an out-
break of influenza, as in World War 1,
would be al it would take to set in
motion a disease pandemic on the scale
of those in the book of Revelation.

The seals in context

When we ook at the four seals of
Revelation 6, we have to understand
them in the context of God's age-long
message to mankind. False religion,
war, famine and disease are the results
of man’s broken relationship with God.
And when these horsemen make their
rides, it will be after repeated warning
and pleading from God to turn fromsin
and live righteously based on His eter-
nal law of love toward God and man.

When God first set Israel in aland
of promise, He gave them instruction
on how to live and conduct their affairs
in a way that would bring peace and
harmony. God wanted them to live with
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blessing and abundance, not suffering
and misery. In His basic instruction,
God told how to avoid the problems
brought by the opening of these seals.
Notice the pattern set in Leviticus 26.

“You shall not make idolsfor your-
selves; neither a carved image nor a
sacred pillar shall you rear for your-
selves; nor shall you set up an engraved
stone in your land, to bow down to it;
for | am the Lorp your God” (Leviticus
26:1).

Here is the solution to false reli-
gion, the first seal. Any form of wor-
ship other than that given by God is a
falseidol having no value or validity. It
is nothing, without meaning or sense,
and leads to wrong knowledge and lack
of understanding of the true God and
Hispurpose for human life. It therefore
breaks the bond between God and His
creation and leads to false systems of
religion. When this bond is broken,
human relationships suffer, leading to
conflict and war, the second of the
sedls.

Verse 6 says, “| will give peacein
the land, and you shall lie down, and
none will makeyou afraid.” This peace
is a gift from God when man obeys
Him from the heart and puts His laws
and ways first.

“If you walk in My statutes and
keep My commandments, and perform
them, then | will give you rain in its
season, theland shall yield its produce,
and the trees of the field shall yield
their fruit” (Leviticus 26:3-4). No
famine. Plenty of food from an abun-
dant harvest is the result of obedience.

When God brought | sragl out of Egypt,
He told them none of the diseases of the
Egyptianswould beintheir midst (Exodus
15:26). However, if they disobeyed and
broke the covenant, they could expect dis-
ease to go through their families. Notice,
“But if you will not obey the voice of the
Lord your God. . . the Lord will makethe
pestilence cling to you until He has con-
sumed you from the land into which you
go to possess. The Lord will smite you
with consumption, with fever and inflam-
mation . . . and the tumors, the scurvy and
theitch, fromwhich you cannot be heal ed.
TheLordwill smiteyouwith madnessand
blindnessand dismay of [mind and] heart”
(Deuteronomy  28:15, 21-22, 27-28,
Amplified Bible).

Bound within the promises of
blessings and cursings is the larger
context for the four seals of
Revelation 6. The human race is
bound to its Creator in arelationship
that will reach a conclusion. God will
accomplish His purpose of bringing
many sons to glory. Man will come
face to face with God and admit that
He is the one true God.

The book of Revelation shows
God's merciful intervention in human
affairs to both correct and save man
from destruction. God will bring jus-
tice to the earth, but there will first be
atime of unparalleled tribulation.

The fifth horseman

Currently theworld is experiencing
something resembling panic resulting
from the appearance of the SARS
virus. InHong Kong all places of enter-
tainment were temporarily shut down.
Cities such as Toronto, Ontario, were
put on awarning list as possible places
to avoid due to the incidence of SARS
cases.

The world media machine has con-
tributed to both an awareness of the
disease and afear that is possibly out of
proportion to the current danger posed
by the virus. The economic impact due
to decreased tourist and business trav-
el will have a significant impact on
many areas.

One can only imagine the world-
wide impact to come from the ride of
the pale horseman. The world has yet
to see such aride.

Which brings us to the only hope
thisworld hasto survive this devastat-
ing stampede. People commonly refer
to these four seals as the “Four
Horsemen of the Apocalypse.” Doing
so only focuses on the destruction they
bring. There is no hope in this picture.

But John saw more than four horse-
men in his vision. He saw five.
Revelation 19:11-16 shows us the ride
of the fifth horseman. It is the appear-
ance of Jesus Christ, on a white horse
from heaven, intervening in world
affairs at its most crucial point. In our
last article in this series we will focus
on this “horseman of hope,” the King
of Kings and Lord of Lords whose
appearance will bring the everlasting
Kingdom of righteousness. «



A Brief History of America

at War

Nothing divides the American people like war. From its inception as a nation, the prospect, and in
two or three cases the reality, of war has usually been a source of damaging division in the United
States. The period prior to the recent conflict in Iraq was no different. How does this historic theme

fit into America’s divine destiny?

sAmerican school children, my gener-
Aation was often treated to an idyllic

vision of national harmony concern-
ing the Revolutionary War and its resulting
independence from Great Britain in 1776. It
was only later in life, perhaps while attend-
ing university, that many of us discovered
that a substantial minority of colonists were
deeply divided over whether or not to go to
war with England.

Even afew of the nation’s chief founding
fathers were very reluctant to embark on a
conflict with the parent country and did not
fully make up their minds for independence
until late in the day. There was a strong sense
of brotherhood with Britain.

George Washington’s advice

We were also taught almost from infancy
to greatly respect George Washington and his

enormous contribution to American nation-
hood. Our national capital and one of our
northwestern states are both named after him.
Humanly speaking, he is truly the father of
our country, our first president and the chief

architect of the victory over England in the
Revolutionary War.

So great was his popularity that his con-
temporaries wanted to make him a king, but
he wisely rejected that notion and set a prece-
dent by choosing not to run again after two
terms as president. When that precedent was
eventually broken, atwo-term limitation was
added as an amendment to the Constitution.

Most Americans have the deepest respect
for this great man—one of the seven found-
ing fathers who shaped our national destiny.
Not fully foreseeing conditionsthat the 20th-
century world would bring, George
Washington sternly warned the nation not to
get involved in European wars. These words
sank very deeply into the American national
psyche—penetrating down through the gen-
erations.

Twice during the 20th century Britain
found itself engaged in Herculean wars with
Germany. The United States only entered
both world warswell after they had begun. If
you were to go to a large library in any
American city and page through the newspa-
pers of both erasjust prior to these two wars,
you would find public opinion in the country
deeply divided over whether or not to enter
these giant conflicts. President Franklin
Roosevelt experienced great difficulty intry-
ing to get the nation to see the enormous dan-
gers posed by the Nazis prior to the Japanese
attack on Pearl Harbor on Dec. 7, 1941.

Of course, crucial events and circum-
stances virtually forced the United States to
enter both World War | and World War 11. In
retrospect, thereisvery little doubt that with-
out American intervention both wars would
have been lost.

Families were fighting on the
northern side against literal blood
brothers in the South and vice versa.

from this, the most damaging war in
American history.
Enter the Far East. The American
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General “Old Vinegar Joe" Stilwell,
U.S. military representative in China
prior to World War 11, wisely warned
the country not to get involved in land
warsinAsia. We wereto cast aside his
sage advice at our peril.

The side effects of the Korean War
(1950-1953) are still with us today
with South Koreaand North Korea still
divided and the latter nation posing a
nuclear threat. Japan is actually con-
sidering rearming with thermonuclear
weapons because of North Korea.

Reaction to the Vietnam War of the
late *60s and early ' 70s sent our col-
lege youth into the streets in many
antiwar protests. Remember the tragic
shooting of several students at Kent
State University? Many movies have
examined the tragic spinoffs of this
war inside and out. So unpopular was
the Vietham War that an American
president was virtually prevented from
running for the Oval Office again.

In more recent times, both Gulf Wars
have produced much better outcomes
for America than the two Asian wars.
Still, at least asmall minority of the cit-
izenry supported neither Gulf conflict.

We're used to images of poor children in
Africa wearing athletic shoes with an American
brand name, drinking Coca-Cola while toting a
Russian-made AK-47. The power of companiesto
cross international boundaries is unmistakable in
that immediately after the fall of the Berlin Wall,
MTV madeinroadsinto new television marketsin
Eastern Europe.

Pundits of the global economy promote the
concept that the quickest way to defeat commu-
nism is to introduce its adherents to the glitter of
packaged consumerism. Theresultisthat U.S. fast
food chains see communist China as a giant mass
of consumers ripe for being introduced to ham-
burgers and fries.

Others are more critical, seeing this global
economy as an agency of aglib, shallow culture,
promoting immediate if-it-itches-scratch-it con-
sumerism promoted by creating brand namesrec-
ognizable in Canada, Belgium, Japan and Egypt.

In the view of those who promote the new
world economy, megacorporations transcend
national boundaries with an endless variety of
products. Nations are seen as collections of cus-
tomers. All the marketers have to do is devise the
right advertising campaign for that specific mar-
ket. If the consumer doesn’t have aneed for apar-
ticular product, advertising can create theillusion
of a need. Actors in white smocks tell us what

three out of four doctors, beer drinkers or house-
wives prefer, and that fabric softeners really can
be “new and improved” every six months.

Theforcesof global economy arein ahead-on
collision with the forces of those who want to pre-

Theisolationist
Islamic fundamentalist in Saudi Arabiaalso relies
on the globa economy to sell the oil that alows
him to buy a Mercedes made in Germany. Of
course, the German in Stuttgart needsthe oil from
Saudi Arabia to run his Japanese Toyota which
was manufactured in the United Kingdom.

Unity and disunity

The world is both fragmenting and uniting at
the same time. NATO, which has insured the uni-
ty of the Western world for decades, isin trouble.
Leaders in France and Germany are frustrated
with the lack of unity in the European Union and
arethreatening to create anew aliance of nations.
The former Soviet Union has fragmented into
countries based on ethnic and cultural lines.

People want to be more than consumers, more
than a collection of marketing data. At the heart
of the conflict are two human needs. One is the
need to belong to afamily, acommunity, to expe-
rience meaningful relationships with others who
share similar values.

One powerful factor in global communica-
tion is the Internet. People can communicate
across national boundaries, time zones, oceans
and ideologies with the click of a mouse. But
doesit create a sense of community among those

Brandon Veda became another sui-
cide statistic, but what made his death
alarmingly different was that when his
parents turned on his computer they
found that Brandon’s overdose by drugs
and acohol was watched by chat room
acquaintances. Hidden behind the
anonymous veil of code names, and the
virtual reality of cyberspace, people
watched, some even encouraged, this
21-year-old to kill himself.

Chrigtians need to understand that the
Koran categorically denies the divinity of
Jesusasthe Christ and claimsthat Idamis
the only truereligion. The New Testament
categoricaly claims that to deny Jesus as
the Christ is to deny true religion. We're
back to the unsolvable problem of irrecon-
cilable differences. Thisdoesn’'t mean that
Chrigtiansand Mudimscan't live together
in peace. It does mean that unlessthereis
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Palestinian teenagers are willing to die as human bombs
because the only context they’ve known is a Muslim view of
the religious and political history of the land where they were

born. They wish to protect what they see as their religious
beliefs and families. In the context of their microscopic world,
walking into a nightclub and blowing Israeli teenagers to bits
(along with themselves) makes perfect sense.

a change of the human heart, we will be
forever divided.

There is a need for one world com-
munity. It is the only way we will ever
achieve universal peace. But it can't be
accomplished by creating one world
market of consumers vying for more
and newer products. Unfortunately, it
won't be achieved by religious ecu-
menism either.

He shall
judge between the nations, and rebuke
many people; they shall beat their

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Alarming Increase of Anti-
Americanism 1n Latin America

The war in faraway Iraq has fueled rising resentment against the United States

ow that the war in Irag has ended, lin-

gering disturbances are being felt from

America’'s own backyard. One might
say that the United States and Britain won the
war but are losing the world. A dangerous
trend of anti-Americanism has emerged
towards the neighbor to the north. According
toarecent Miami Herald article, thedaily con-
demnations of the war by many Latin
American governments, without criticizing
Irag's UN violations, hasfueled avery intense
anti-Americanism in the region.

President Bush, whom many consider cold
and callous, is especially the target of blame.
“It has become fair game in Latin America

to compare the United States with Nazi
Germany and President Bush with Adolf
Hitler” (“Views Aside, Anti-U.S. Frenzy Will
Hurt Latin America,” Miami Herald, April 13,
2003). Mexican novelist Carlos Fuentessaid in
an interview with CNN that President Bush
and his aides “are religious extremists too,”
and that “ Bush has created a chaos, a confu-
sion and asituation of international danger not
seen since the days of Hitler” (ibid).

Boycotts and changing names

Boycotts of American products and com-
panies have been organized throughout Latin
America. In BuenosAires, Argentina, the city
council is “considering a measure to rename
‘United States Street’ to the ‘ Street of the Iraqgi
People” (“The Faraway War Set Latin
Americaon Edge,” New York Times, April 20,
2003).

Theantiwar fervor was so strong in Mexico
that the relationship between Presidents Bush
and Vicente Fox has cooled dramatically.
There was even a movement in the Mexican
congress to change its official name. Since
1824 its official name has been “The United
Mexican States” Now, the proposa is to
changeit to just “Mexico.” The cry was“U.S.
Out of Mexico” (New York Times, Jan. 26,
2003).

Why isthere such an increase in animosity
towards the United States at this time? Bible
prophecy showsthat a spirit of hate and indig-
nation would arise against the modern-day
descendants of the tribes of ancient Israel.
Today, two of the major tribes, Ephraim and
M anasseh, are the nations known asthe United
Kingdom and the United States. (See our
booklet The United States and Britain in Bible
Prophecy for background to this astounding
key to understanding prophecy.)

According to Newsweek magazine, a big
problem for the United States was that much of
the world was getting the war news from Arab
stations. “Al-Jazeerais to the Iraq war what
CNN was to the 1991 Gulf War—the primary
source for news worldwide” (“The Other Air
Battle,” Newsweek, April 7, 2003). The Al-
Jazeera slant covered statements from Irag
officials as “facts’ and those from American
officials as “claims” “Even as the U.S.
Military strives to avoid casualties, it finds
itself depicted as abunch of baby killersin the
only air war most of the world sees—the one
that appears on television.”

According to Newsweek, Al-Jazeera s chief
met with Saddam Hussein last year and began
to set up a staff of eight reporters and a sup-
port staff of 20 in preparation for the antici-
pated coverage to come.

As aresult of the Al-Jazeera spin, the war
was viewed negatively for the United States
even in countries that supported its campaign
against Saddam Hussein.

Regular readers of World News and
Prophecy understand that the descendants of
ancient Israel are the modern-day peoples of
the United States and Great Britain. A con-
spiracy against the people of Israel isdescribed
in Psalm 83. Perhaps the worldwide anti-
American attitude can be enlightened by this
prophecy. “They have taken crafty counsel
against Your people, and consulted against
Your sheltered ones. They have said, ‘ Come,
and let us cut them off from being anation, that

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the name of Israel may be remembered
no more'” (Psalm 83:3-4).

Notice the hate that would arise
against the people of Isragl is such that
some would want to destroy them as a
nation.

Economic letdown

There is another factor adding fuel
to the fire of anti-Americanism in the
western hemisphere.

As aresult of a global economic
meltdown, poverty and hunger are
reaching staggering new levels
throughout Latin America. After a
decade of experimenting with
American free market reforms, Latin
American nations are becoming very
disillusioned with the process. Nations
that once were racing to accept
American-style democracy and eco-
nomic values arewaking up to thereal -
ity that it has not worked for many of
them.

“The United States is also paying
for what isseen here[in Latin Americal
as indifference to an economic crisis
that swept thisregion afew years after
its leaders took American advice to
open their markets and embrace glob-
alization” (New York Times, April 20,
2003). The attitude of blaming the
United Statesfor their current econom-
ic crisisis aresult of aletdown from
not being ableto realize“the American
dream” of prosperity.

However, the prosperity that the
United States has enjoyed has been the
result of national blessings promised to
the descendants of Abraham (Gen-
esisl2:2). “I will make you a great
nation; | will bless you and make your
name great; and you shall be a bless-
ing.”

The national blessings promised to
Abraham have been realized by the
British Commonwealth and the United
States. Theimpatience for prosperity in
other countries makes for discontent,
leading to anti-American feglings.

Latin America s discontent with the
United States is part of a worldwide
trend that makesit worthwhileto watch
the news as it relates to Bible prophe-
cy.

on their inner resources for what may
be their most challenging assignment
outside of combat itself. And it is an
assignment that is given and expected
of the troops alone—not asocial work-
er, psychologist or member of the cler-
gy who may have more finesse in
dealing with death and grief. Thisis
one-on-one, up close and personal—no
professionals or computers allowed.

In Anton’s interview with Navy
Chaplain Gary Dallmann, we gain the
emotional terrain that surrounds the
moment once the knock on the door is
heard. “ To look at somebody and say ‘|
have this terrible news for you'—it’s
heartbreaking,” Dallmann said. The
chaplain has accompanied 18 notifica-
tion personnel over 22 years and recol-
lects, “I can vividly remember every
case”

The chaplain not only is there to
support the family, but to help the sol-
dier get up on the porch, knock on the
door and give the notification. Often
the men have said, “ Chaplain, will you
do it?" It is at that moment that
Dallman ralliesthem with “ notification
isyour job. You can do it.” Asreporter
Anton so vividly pinpoints, it is at that
moment of contact that they become
the embodiment of the armed forces. It
isthe grim and respectful reality of sol-
dierstaking care of soldiers.

Be understanding, but don’t
overtalk

But it's never easy. Air Force
Colonel Gene Quintanilla, who has
performed seven notifications, is quot-
ed as saying, “You still dread doing it.
I’m gun-shy at this point. Every time
the phone rings at home, | just cringe
because of thewar in Irag.” In the arti-
cle, Quintanillashares hisblueprint for
successfully presenting adignified and
sincere notification. He must be pre-
pared emotionally as the knock is
made and the door opens.

He contemplates the deaths in his
own family, be it grandparents or his
own dad; and the holes they have cre-
ated in his present and future. They
must know he understands. As he and
his partner drive to the home of the
deceased, Quintanilla makes sure he
has everyone's names straight and has

the accurate details of death.

Chaplain Dallman was very candid
about the “do’s and don’'ts” of notifi-
cation. One of the big “do’s” is. Do be
prepared for a wide range of reaction.
With that said, don’t be defensiveif the
next of kin blames the military.
Reactions can range from stunned
silence to fury. The chaplain shared
how one woman who answered the
door closed it and left it closed for 45
minutes because she was unableto face
what she instantly knew. The door
finally opened.

Dallman also recounted how it's
not uncommon for one of the uni-
formed individuals to be assaulted. He
describes how a teenage girl pum-
meled him with her fists and screamed
“you killed my brother” until family
members could pull her away. That is
why a part of the training and “going
by the book” isnot to say, “| know how
you feel” or “you will get over it
They are instructed not to “overtalk.”
At atime such asthis, pat condolences
ring hollow and can seem to minimize
afamily’s|loss.

Itisat thismoment, intheir ownway
faced with the devastation of |oss, that a
family must give their own cry to the
moment—be it the cry of silence or the
roar of longing. As | read through this
section | could hear the echo of David's
lament coming from 2 Samuel 18:33;
“O my son Absalom—my son, my son
Absalom—if only | had died in your
place! Oh Absalom my son, my son!” It
is every parent’s plea, every parent’'s
nightmare and, yes, the beginning of
every parent’slong night of life search-
ing for meaning. Andit’'severy soldier’'s
duty not to “messup” in thismoment of
emotional encounter.

Every case is different

Every caseisdifferent, and some of
the recipients of life's worst news are
incredibly generous in returning emo-
tional support to the men in uniform
sitting in their living rooms.
Remember Major Hooker, who at the
beginning of this article said, “I can’t
mess this up”? He had to drive five
hours through a snowstorm from
Albany, New York, to South
Burlington, Vermont, to notify Mindy
Evnin that her son, Corporal Mark A.

Evnin, had been shot to death in afire-
fight in Irag. Once he got there, he
found out she wasn’'t home, so he noti-
fied aneighbor to givehimacall on his
cell phone when she got home.

The call came and he and his uni-
formed companion went over to the
house. She was watching TV and
relaxing with afrozen dinner when the
knock came. She opened the door. As
reporter Anton so vividly projects in
word pictures: “Hooker stood straight
and stiff. But his hands trembled.” He
guotes Evnin as saying, “Just tell me,
ishe dead, is he wounded or is he cap-
tured?’ It was then that Hooker asked
if he could come in and sit down. He
then delivered the speech that he so
desperately did not want to “mess up.”

The deceased soldier’'s mother can
only remember two words from the
speech—thetwo words, “hedied.” She
went on to say of Major Hooker that
“he's avery lovely man. He teared up
when he told me.” She then recounted
telling him, “1’ m sure this must be hor-
rible for you.” She remembered his
saying it wasthefirst time he had done
this. Perhaps that is why the words of
General Robert E. Lee should be
remembered by every generation that

has forgotten the horrors of war. His
words, solemly spoken after he wit-
nessed the death of so many young
men at the battle of Chancellorsville,
simply but eloquently say it al: “It is
well that war is so horrible, lest we
should grow fond of it.”

Tell it like it is

The staff of World News and
Prophecy hasavital responsibility totell
itlikeitis. Therefore, wedo point out the
current human condition of war, strife,
greed, pestilence and envy. Buit it is not
designed to simply broadcast doom and
gloomto aworldthat isalready edgy, but
to declare victory is at hand by pro-
claiming the most overwhelming news
ever offered—the very rea return of
Jesus Christ with a Kingdom of solu-
tionsfor what ailsthis earth.

A part of that reality isdescribed in
Isaiah 2:4 when it describesaworld in
which “nation shall not lift up sword
against nation, neither shall they learn
war anymore.” Yes, no more war. Yes,
no more casualties. Yes, no more
young men pacing back and forth won-
dering how they are not going to “ mess
up” in sharing such critical news with
family members. Yes, no more long
walks up to the porch with someone
peering at you from behind the drapes,
dreading what’s coming. Yes, no more
knocks on the door.

Why is this possible? It was nearly
2,000 years ago that another notifica-
tion was given. Another young man
had been cut off in the midst of life.
Another young man with amother had
been taken from the land of the living.
In fact, she was there when he died.

Reversing pattern of life and
death

But that’s not the notification I’'m
talking about. Three days after He
died, women who had come to honor
Hisgrave sitewere met with astartling
notification by angelic messengers
concerning the One who had been in
the tomb. Imagine a reversal of the
notification process! Instead of notify-
ing near and dear ones about the living
dying, a complete switch was in store.
One who was dead is now living!

The account speaks clearly in
Matthew 28:5-8. “But the angel

answered and said to the women, ‘Do
not be afraid, for | know that you seek
Jesus who was crucified. He is not
here; for Heisrisen, asHe said. Come,
see the place where the Lord lay. And
go quickly and tell His disciples that
He is risen from the dead, and indeed
He is going before you into Galileg;
there you will see Him. Behold, | have
told you.” So they went out quickly
from the tomb with fear and great joy,
and ran to bring His disciples word.”

God’'sangels sent “the troopsto tell
the troops.” No religious professional
or theological guru could better
explain what had occurred. Just ordi-
nary people like you and me to pro-
clam extraordinary  happenings.
Sometimes, if not oftentimes, it’s just
best hearing it from one of your own.

Imagine the rush to Jerusalem and
the pounding on the doors of those
who had followed Christ to His death,
now given the good news that they
could follow Him again, in life, forev-
er. Yes, imagine anxious knocks on the
doors of Jerusalem that reverberated
the reality that because God had
reversed the pattern of life and death
through Christ’s resurrection, humani-
ty isno longer headed for disaster, but
redemption and a future laden with
design and opportunity.

No matter how heavy the stone

Yes, imagine a knock on the door
that would assure them that even in
great tragedy—no matter what hap-
pens—no matter how heavy the stone
that lay across a heart because of the
loss of a loved one—it too can be
rolled away. And that same power that
raised Jesus Christ from the dead is
still available to us, the living, today.
It can enable us to have the courage to
take the walks and knock on the doors
of those whose lives have been shat-
tered with tragedy, and then stand by
them in their hour of need.

Perhaps Major Hooker exemplifies
best the millennial refrain found in
Isaiah 30:21 of “thisis the way, walk
you in it” when he simply states, “I
can't mess this up.” Just like Major
Hooker, we've got to know it, rehearse
it, believe it, feel it and feel for others,
becauselifeisgoing to come knocking
at our door, starting now. «

ing part of life. Some do it better than others; some

don’'t dowell at al; and some keep running from the
thought until they die. Woody Allen, the American come-
dian, once said, “I don't mind dying. | just don’t want to
be around when it happens.” Cute thought, but | don’t hear
anyone out there laughing too hard.

Other than contemplating our own mortality, perhaps
the most painful of life's moments is hearing the news
that aloved one has died.

With all the massive onslaught of media coverage
regarding the war in Irag that has come my way over the
last couple of months, one article grabbed my attention
and wouldn't let go. In awar of “shock and awe,” push-
button computer wizardry and everyone embedded in
“real time,” this particular article brought home the real-
ity that the world of computer disks and hard drives can-
not, or for that matter should not, communicate
everything related to a conflict. The personal flesh-and-
blood touch still has a place, even when it's a difficult
place to be.

Perhaps there is no more traumatic event for relatives
of asoldier thanto seeacar pull upin front of their house
and see two individuals in dress uniform get out of the
vehicle and slowly walk up the sidewalk towards their
home. Life stops, and your mind races.

Perhapsthereisnolonger walk for the two uniformed
individuals than that from the car to the door in front of
them. They mount the front steps, rest on the porch to col-
lect themselves, and then knock on the front door. The
door opens and lives change forever.

Comi ng to grips with the reality of death is a stagger-
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Mike Anton, a Los Angeles Times staff writer, caught
the essence of this moment in a fascinating depiction of
the personal responsibility some soldiers carry of con-
veying to family membersthat afellow warrior has died.
Itisacompletion of camaraderiethat isplayed out in the
living rooms of parents, wives and children of fallen sol-
diers. Anton offers a moving analysis of the hearts and
minds of soldiers and relatives alike in his article,
“Notifying Officers Dread ‘ The Call,” which appeared
in the Los Angeles Times, April 13, 2003.

“l Can't Mess this Up”

Anton begins his article with Marine Major Daniel
Hooker as he got the call “to make the call.” The article
describes how he went into his room and took out his
dress uniform with the sensation he was donning reli-
gious vestments. Hejust knew, “1 can’t messthisup.” He
tore out a page from the manual he had been given for
such occasions and began reciting the prescribed lines:
“The commandant of the Marine Corps has entrusted me
...." Thearticle poignantly describes how he couldn’t get
through it alone and asked the chaplainin for encourage-
ment and help to practice hislines.

Anton goes on to share some of the basic guidelines
that were crafted through many years of shared experi-
ence. Wear a dress uniform. Drive a government car. Do
not go alone. Do not use the word “dead.”

The reporter duly notes that, like everything in the
armed services, everything is done according to the book.
But beyond the book, in the end these sol diers must draw
