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From the President

Every Feast that God ordains and commands us to observe has
its own meaning and feature of observance from which we learn
something about the life He has called us to—and the eternal life
for which He is preparing us.

For the Days of Unleavened Bread, for example, we prepare
our homes by removing all leaven before the Feast begins, then
eating unleavened bread each of the seven days of the festival.
From doing those physical things, we learn the spiritual lessons
and meaning of putting sin out of our lives, and eating the “un-
leavened bread of sincerity and truth” every day for the rest of
our lives (1 Corinthians 5:8).

And so, for the observance of the Feast of Tabernacles, God
commands us to keep “a sacred feast to the LORD your God in the
place which [He] chooses” (Deuteronomy 16:15). Further, He in-
structs us to “keep it as a feast to [Him] for seven days in the year”
and “you shall dwell in booths for seven days” (Leviticus 23:41-42).

God makes it clear that proper observance of the Feast of
Tabernacles includes leaving our homes for seven days and
living in temporary dwellings (the meaning of “booths”) during
that time.

Understanding how the Feast pictures the millennial
reign of Jesus Christ, and leaving our homes during this sev-
en-day festival (plus the Eighth Day as commanded in Levit-
icus 23), picture our coming out of this world and dwelling
in the place where God has placed His name—alongside His
people who submit to, follow and are becoming perfected by
Him through the indwelling of His Holy Spirit. It’s a beau-
tiful time to be together with our spiritual family, separate
from the world and our everyday lives, to focus on Him and
to rejoice before Him.

God’s Church facilitates our observance of the Feast of
Tabernacles by letting God lead us to the locations where He
places His name for the Feast each year. At each of those
locations temporary housing is identified and available from
which you may choose. As you have faithfully set aside your
festival (“second”) tithe during the year, you should be able
to find suitable, nice housing that meets your personal tithe
budget (Deuteronomy 14:22-27).
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At each Feast of Tabernacles location, services will be held
every day and will be supplemented with Bible studies, bibli-
cally based seminars and family activities and ample fellowship
time—so all may rejoice before God and experience a “taste of
the Millennium” that God has prepared for those who love Him.

For this year, the Feast will be held in over 65 locations
around the world, including 15 in the United States. Those
places are included in this brochure and you may choose
where you would like to go by registering online at feast.ucg.
org beginning April 20 (for members attending their assigned
sites), April 27 (for all other applicants) and earlier for some
sites. Since “temporary dwellings” are an important feature of
the Feast, housing opportunities have been developed so you
may choose the type and price of dwelling you prefer (Please
note that in some festival locations, we are asking you to stay in
designated lodging).

“Feast fever” is a well-known term among Church members
who have faithfully kept the Feast for years. The anticipation
and zeal we feel as we plan for the Feast should be tantamount
to the zeal and anticipation we feel for the return of Jesus Christ
and the establishment of His Kingdom on earth.

His Kingdom will be known for peace, joy, harmony, broth-
erly love and abundance for all—with a righteous King and gov-
ernment that is completely just. Ezekiel 36:35 paints a beautiful
picture of the world to come, “So they will say, ‘This land that
was [physically and spiritually] desolate has become like the
garden of Eden; and the wasted, desolate, and ruined cities are
now fortified and inhabited.” May God speed that time.

Aswe look forward to Christ’s return, let’s be committed to living
“The Way” of God and His Kingdom now, and let’s plan to come be-
fore Him in unity and rejoice at this year’s Feast of Tabernacles!

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How to Register for the Feast

(including those not able to attend)
All US., Canadian and Caribbean head-of-household members
should register either directly online or through your con-
gregation festival advisor. Even members who are not able to
attend are requested to register so the Church can serve your
needs better. Register under the Feast site “Not Able to Attend”
(See page 29).

Applying to a Feast Site Outside the

United States, Canada, Caribbean or Australia

If you are registering for a Feast site outside of the U.S,, Canada,
Caribbean or Australia, please go to that site first for registra-
tion instructions.

After that, go back to the registration page, feast.ucgorg, with
the listing of all the sites, scroll to the bottom and click on
“International Sites.” This will provide the international coor-
dinator the needed details of all attendees.

Applying to a U.S., Canadian, Caribbean

or Australian Feast Site From Other Areas

Members outside of the U.S., Canada, or Caribbean can apply
online or contact their pastor to register.

Online Registration (Two Options)
- Registering online takes about 10 minutes.
- Heads of household can register their entire family.

Option One Early Registration
- For those who must attend their closest site (guaranteed
approval if registration is on time)
+ Begins on April 20 (Sunday) at 12 p.m. EDT.
Option Two General Registration
- For those who don't necessarily have to attend their
closest site and are applying for another site. You may
register for your closest site unless it is closed.
+ Begins on April 27 (Sunday) at 12 p.m. EDT.

To register, go to feastucgorg and click on the site you would
like to register for. Then click on “Register” You'll be directed
to a site called RegFox to register for the Feast. If you registered
for the Feast in 2022, 2023 or 2024 or if you registered for
the Winter Family Weekend, your account is already active.
Therefore, you do not need to create a new account with
RegFox to register for the Feast. If you need to make changes
later or purchase tickets for an activity, you will need to create
a RegFox account after you've registered. Therefore, it is highly
recommended that you create an account when you register
for the Feast. Please email festival@ucgorg if you have any
questions about registering or call (970) 484-5878.

Registration Assistance

Members who do not have computers or access to the Internet
or who need help can register at services. Please contact your
local festival advisor or pastor by April 18, who will provide
you with a form to fill out. They will register online for you
starting April 20.
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Reserving Housing From Festival Planning Brochure or Finding Your Own

Some have asked if they are required
to use the housing options in the Festival
Brochure. For some sites it is mandatory
while for others it is not. It is important
for you to know the needs of the site you
will be attending,

Some of our meeting halls are man-
datorily linked to housing in order to re-
ceive free or discounted meeting space.
These festival sites require members
to use the housing options listed in the
Festival Planning Brochure. To do oth-
erwise can jeopardize the use and cost
of the meeting hall with the possibility
of not being able to keep the Feast there.

Some Feast sites are not mandatorily
linked to the housing so using alternate
housing outside of this brochure does
not affect negotiations with the meeting
facility. Nevertheless, those approved

motels and hotels listed in the Feast Plan-
ning Brochure are providing group dis-
count rates unless otherwise noted.

There are always special needs and
exceptions, but member cooperation
results in better future negotiations
and can save thousands of dollars. In
the chart to the right, those attend-
ing the sites in the first list should not
book outside of the approved housing
without permission. For sites in the
subsequent list you can make your own
housing arrangements, but the listed
properties provide discounts unless
otherwise noted.

Inflation and the Feast of Tabernacles
Many members will be challenged and shocked by the increased prices for hous-
ing at the Feast. It was difficult this year to find any hotel or motel under $100 per
night. Then add the taxes. The hotels listed in the brochure are offering discounts
unless otherwise noted. It was challenging to negotiate prices this year as every
business has been affected. If you find housing to be beyond your affordability level,
be sure to check with your congregation’s festival advisor or pastor for assistance.

U.S. Citizens Planning to
Travel Internationally
Need a Passport

All persons, including U.S. citizens,
traveling to another country are
required to present a valid passport
to reenter the United States. A dri-
ver’s license is no longer sufficient
for reentry documentation. U.S.
citizens planning to travel out of
the country should apply for a new
passport or ensure their current
passport is still valid. It can take six
weeks or longer to process a new one,
so plan ahead. For more information,
visit the US. State Department
website at: bit.ly/travelstate.

Registration vs. Reservations

Sometimes there is confusion over
these two terms. Here is the difference:

Registration—Registering on-
line or through your festival ad-
visor informs the Church of your
intentions for planning purposes.
It is separate from housing reser-
vations. A person can be registered
and not have any housing reserva-
tions yet.

Reservations—This  refers to
housing arrangements. A person
might make housing reservations
before registration, although this is
not advised since sometimes sites
can close due to capacity.

Notification of Approval Procedure

If You Request Transfer to Any
U.S., Caribbean or Canadian Site

When you register for a site online
automatic approval or denial will oc-
cur. If a site is closed further registra-
tion will be blocked and you will be
asked to choose a site that is open.
However, a link for registering for the
waitlist will be offered.

If You Request Transfer to Any Inter-
national Site (other than U.S. Canada
and Caribbean)

Approval comes directly from the
site’s festival coordinator.

U.S. Feast Sites to
Potentially Close Early

Some Feast sites might reach ca-
pacity so if you must attend your
closest site, be sure to register early
(see “How to Register for the Feast”).
Lihue, Kaual, Hawaii is expected to
fill quickly. Temecula, California,
might do the same. At this time,
most other sites are not expected to
close early.

Early Housing Phone
Reservations

There is no longer an early housing
phone reservation category. If you
have been approved for a site, you
may make reservations immediately.

Satellite Sites and
Registration Procedures

Satellite sites (local congregational sites) are established
and designed for a local congregation where a number of
members cannot travel to a regular site. Satellite sites will
primarily connect via the Internet to another Feast site for
daily church services. Two Feast sites (each one in a differ-
ent time zone) will webcast daily services.

If you will attend your congregational satellite site, please
register online. Register for the site listed as “Satellite Site”
and fill out the information. Your congregation or city will
not be listed so look for “Satellite Site.”

Holy Day Offering Procedure
for U.S. Members Traveling to
International Sites

For those who may be considering travel to international
Feast sites (including Canada, Mexico and the Caribbean)
this year, the question arises as to whether they should
mail their Holy Day offerings to the home office or contrib-
ute directly at the Feast site they are attending.

United States law states that contributions to the Church
in the US. are tax-deductible. Contributions to foreign
church organizations cannot be taken as tax deductions,
and we cannot issue donation receipts on offerings made
abroad. In other words, those donations must be banked in
a U.S. bank account to receive a receipt that the IRS will ac-
knowledge for tax purposes.

So if US. members who may be traveling abroad want
their Holy Day offerings to be included in their end-of-year
donation receipt, they are encouraged to mail their offer-
ings directly to the home office in Cincinnati, before or
after the Feast. In this way, your contributions will be ap-
propriately receipted and reported to the IRS, allowing you
to take a tax deduction at year-end.

Of course, so as not to “appear before the Lord empty-
handed,” (Deuteronomy 16:16) and out of courtesy to the
nation hosting the Feast where you attend, please consider
giving some of your offering (preferably in the local curren-
cy) on the Holy Days at the international site you attend.

If you have any questions on this long-standing Church
policy, please be sure to contact us through your pastor.

Specialty Sites

Specialty sites are based on member requests and an in-
terest level warranting establishing a site. This year Lihue,
Kauai, Hawaii is a specialty site. They are also self-funded
and for the most part do not cost the Church to operate it.
Specialty sites usually require a deposit and registration
and approval is required to attend. Lihue will have a regis-
tration fee of $75 per person ages over 20 and above. Mem-
bersliving on the Hawaiian islands will be exempt.

Once you have volunteered, you'll receive all the neces-
sary information from your music coordinator later in the
summer, including a web address where you can find every-
thing you need concerning music at your festival site. That
will include sheet music, practice recordings and rehearsal
schedules for the site you plan to attend.

St. John's, Newfoundland

St. John'’s is a beautiful area located on
the eastern tip of the Avalon Peninsula on
the lovely island of Newfoundland. It is the
most easterly city in all of North America.
The capital and largest city of the Cana-
dian province of Newfoundland and Lab-
rador, this city traces its history back to
1497, when Ttalian explorer John Cabot first
landed on the shores of what is now New-
foundland and Labrador. Thus, St. John's is
the oldest European settlement in Canada
and one of the oldest in North America.

The city quickly became a large com-
mercial trading post for the Basques,
French, Spanish, Portuguese and English
who engaged in the fishery along the west-
ern side of the North Atlantic. Due to its
importance in the fishery trade of the re-
gion, St. John’s was often targeted by vari-
ous European countries. The city’s earliest
recorded battle dates back to 1555.

Today, St. John’s is the main finan-
cial and commercial center for New-
foundland and Labrador. The colorfully
painted houses on “Jelly Bean Row” are
a popular attraction in the downtown
area. Other attractions include Signal
Hill and Cape Spear—the easternmost
point in continental North America. As
for food, Newfoundland is the only Ca-
nadian province that allows restaurants
to serve wild game. The area is known
for its fresh fish and the main fish served
is cod. You won't want to miss their spe-
cial fish and chips!

Housing: There are many condos,
homes and hotels nearby. Simply do an
Internet search of “accommodations
for Conception Bay South” and/or “St.
John'’s, Newfoundland.” Conception Bay

This year’s Feast of Tabernacles will
again be held in Titisee.

(1,493 meters, 4,860 feet).

Lake Titisee, with its scenic town of Ti-
tisee, is a glacially formed lake approxi-
mately one mile long (1.6 kilometers) and
130 feet deep. Tradition says that Roman
general Titus once camped in the area,
supposedly giving the lake itsname.

Temperatures in early October can be
seasonally warm on sunny days, but eve-
nings and daytime rainy periods may be
chilly because of Titisee’s altitude (845
meters, approximately 2,775 feet).

Services: Most services will be held in
German, with simultaneous translation
into English. Guests who do not speak
German will need to bring their own FM
radio and headphones to services to re-
ceive the simultaneous translation.

Housing: Accommodations for trans-
fer guests are available in selected hotels
and vacation apartments.

Our Feast of Tabernacles and the
Eighth Day will once again be held at Ho-
tel De Susana and Resort in Bukidnon.
Labeled as the highland paradise in the
heart of Mindanao, Bukidnon derives its
name from the Visayan term “bukid” for
“mountain.” It is predominantly a roll-
ing grassland plateau with an average
elevation of 915 meters. The landscape
features rolling uplands, deep canyons
and valleys interspersed with low plains,
creating a refreshing vista for both resi-
dents and travelers.

One of the most striking features of
Bukidnon 1is its breathtaking mountain
landscape, with some areas still covered
with forest. However, significant por-
tions are grasslands planted with corn,
pineapple and sugarcane, making the
area highly suited to agriculture. Bukid-
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non is the primary source of agricultural
products and raw materials that supply
the processing plants in the province and
the major processing centers of Northern
Mindanao. Hence, Bukidnon is tagged as
the region’s “Food Basket.”

It is best to plan to arrive at the Feast
site early on Monday, Oct. 6, to give
enough time for registration and prepa-
ration for the opening night, orientation
and welcome dinner at 7 p.m. that eve-
ning. Please arrange your travel plans ac-
cordingly and let us know your schedules
sowe can coordinate your arrivals.

2025 Family Education Festival Resources

We are here
to support you and ensure that you feel
deeply connected to God and His people
during this year’s Feast of Tabernacles!

Guidelines

for Tipping = ™
One expense that is easy to forget
about when making a Feast budget
is tipping. It is sometimes difficult
for us to know how much should be
tipped and to whom. Below are some
guidelines in North America—note
they may not be the norm in other
parts of the world. Research tipping
practices in the area you are plan-
ning to visit before you leave.

Hotel maid service: about $2-10
per night. It is important to tip daily
since there will be turnover in those
cleaning the room.

Restaurant servers: 15-20 percent of
the total bill before taxes.

Bartenders: about $1-2 per drink.

Food delivered to your room: 15-20
percent. A “service charge” does not go
to the server, while a “gratuity” charge
does. If you request food delivery, the
delivery person should receive $2-4 or
about 15 percent of the food cost.

Valet parking attendant: $2-10.

Airport personnel: $1-3 per bag, $3-5
for shuttle drivers.

Drivers: 15-20 percent of the fare.
Hairdressers: about 15-20 percent.

Nail stylists: about 15-20 percent.

There are many websites that give
guidelines for tipping. Some tip ex-
pectations are consistent, while oth-
ers vary. In the end, it is about being
respectful to those who are serving
us in these capacities and knowing
that for some, it is expected that they
will receive tips to offset low wages.

Allergy Free Room

The United Church of God is
aware of the increasing sensitivi-
ties to allergens and fragrances
affecting our members and so-
ciety in general. For the Feast of
Tabernacles it is nearly impos-
sible to offer a completely aller-
gy-free room or even a room that
eliminates all fragrances. How-
ever, most of our U.S. Feast sites
attempt to provide some relief by
either reserving a room prohibit-
ing anyone to enter that is wear-
ing perfumes, etc., or designating
a section of the meeting hall as a
fragrance-free area.

While these are not full solu-
tions, they do aid somewhat those
who experience allergic reactions.

Festival registration has a cat-
egory for those with allergy sensi-
tivities to alert the Feast coordina-
tor of the situation. As much of a
cultural shift as it might be, we ask
members not to attend church ser-
vices and activities with perfumes
and colognes so that we all can fel-
lowship and worship together.
